Performance / Product Test. Canva Digital Postcard

The postcards should contain: (1) the spelled word, (2) a picture or an emoji that is representative of the word, and (3) one complete sentence with the word. This assignment will assess technological skills and practical use of vocabulary (Walch Publishers, 2003).

Evaluation Description
The performance of ASD students within the group will be compared by determining the mean and range of the class in the post-test to determine common strengths and weaknesses in vocabulary acquisition. In the case of lower than 70-percent scores in the majority of students, reteaching will be done with specific digital games and visual aids (Dick et al., 2015; Louisiana Department of Education, 2023).
A student-level data sheet that will list post-test scores and Canva rubric totals will be used to track individual performance. Since students with ASD in this classroom demonstrate grade-level or close to it performance, mastery is determined at 90% (nine of ten items correct) on the objective after the post-test, in line with the instructional objective of the unit. Learners who fail to meet mastery will be provided with differentiated enrichment/reteaching as needed (Sprick, 2022).
The difficulty of test items will be measured using the percentage of students who answered the test item correctly (p-value analysis). The objects that have a p-value lower than.50 will be marked to be revised or replaced during the subsequent administrations (Carey, 2015). Informally, item discrimination will also be addressed by comparing the item response of high and low scorer students to ascertain that items discriminate levels of mastery.
