When creating my Wix site, I had to think a lot about not only the look but also the intended audience. Since my primary goal in making my site was to show potential employers my educational background and portfolio, to keep the design of my site clean, simple, and professional. I used light colors since they would give a relaxed and friendly impression. These colors are also used to maintain the focus on the content rather than distracting the viewer with bright or harsh colors.
Another point that I concentrated on was making a layout that was easy to follow. Employers typically take a brief time to scan through websites; thus, information should be well-organized so that it is easy to locate. I categorized the site into concise parts like About Me, Portfolio, and Contact. I ensured the presence of uniform fonts, spacing, and headings to make the site appear visually attractive and easy to read. This helps create a positive first impression and shows attention to detail.
The consideration of the audience was highly critical in designing my choices. I reflected on what employers in the education sector would like to observe, including professionalism, organization, and effective communication with the employer. I ensured that I provided information regarding my abilities, experiences, and my teaching philosophy. Concurrently, I wanted the website to be a reflection of my personality to allow employers to know and understand who I am as a teacher.
On the whole, my site has a balance between the visual and the functional. The minimal design, muted color scheme, and clear format assist in abstracting my work and making the experience user-friendly to prospective employers.
